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In this thesis, the researcher compares (1) the academic achievement in
summary writing of selected Prathom Sueksa Four students of a group using
Phon Pirom’s Lae songs and a group using Thai Luk Thung songs as respective
media of instruction. Furthermore, the researcher (2) compares the academic
achievement in summary writing prior to and after study of those students
instructed through the medium of Phon Pirom’s Lae songs as a medium, as

well as (3) those instructed by means of Luk Thung songs.
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The sample population consisted of seventy Prathom Sueksa Four
students enrolled at San Chao (Hao Nukun Withaya) School, Bang Khun Thian
District Office, Bangkok Metropolis in the first semester of the academic year
2010. The seventy-member sample population was drawn from two classrooms
with thirty-five members each.

In constituting the sample population the researcher proceeded in the
following fashion. The mean scores for the results of the academic achievement
test on the Thai language subject for the second semester of the academic year
2009 were computed for four classrooms. Subsequently differences in these
scores were tested by an application of the F test (one way analysis of variance
[ANOVAY]) technique. If given pairs of means without differences were greater
than a single pair, the researcher selected participants through the method of
drawing lots. When two sample population groups were constituted, the
researcher had the members draw lots again so as to constitute two experimental
groups. One group was designated as the group to be instructed by Phon Pirom’s
Lae songs as a medium of instruction with the other experimental group being
instructed through Luk Thung songs as a medium of instruction.

The instruments of research were tripartite: ten one-hour lesson plans
for summary writing using Phon Pirom’s Lae songs as a medium of instruction;
ten one-hour lesson plans for summary writing using Luk Thung songs as a
medium of instruction; and one summary writing academic achievement test
evaluated subjectively using the rubric technique for evaluative criteria as
validated by experts deploying the index of congruence (IOC) method of test

validation.

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Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of mean (X) and standard deviation (SD). In addition,
the researcher also made use of the dependent and independent ¢ test techniques.

Findings are as follows:

1. In comparing the academic achievement on summary writing of the
group of students instructed through Phon Pirom’s Lae songs as a medium of
instruction and the group instructed by means of Luk Thung songs as a medium
of instruction, the researcher found the two groups differed at the statistically
significant level of .01.

2. Regarding the academic achievement in summary writing of the
students instructed through Phon Pirom’s Lae songs as a medium of instruction,
the researcher determined that their post-study scores were higher than their
pre-study scores at the statistically significant level of .01.

3. Concerning the academic achievement in summary writing of the
students instructed by means of Luk Thung songs as a medium of instruction,
the researcher ascertained that their post-study scores were higher than their

pre-study scores at the statistically significant level of .01.
