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In this thesis, the researcher compares (1) the creative composition
writing achievement of selected Prathom Sueksa Four students taught by the
creative thinking method with those taught by the mind map method. The
researcher also considers (2) the creative composition writing achievement of
students taught by the creative thinking method before and after being taught;
and (3) the creative composition writing achievement of students taught by
the mind map method prior to and after being taught.

The sample population consisted of Prathom Sueksa Four stﬁdents
enrolled at Wat Wimuttayaram School, Bang Phlat District Office, Bangkok

Metropolis. The members of the sample population were selected by a simple

random sampling method through drawing lots to obtain two classrooms.
Then, lots were drawn to select the members of experimental group 1
(Prathom Sueksa 4/1), the members of which were to be taught using the
creative thinking method, and experimental group 2 (Prathom Sueksa 4/2),
the members of which were to be taught using the mind map method.

Approved by experts, research instruments consisted of the creative
composition writing lesson plan using the creative thinking method and the
creative composition writing lesson plan using the mind map method. These
lesson plans were subsequently tested for quality through the application of a
rating scale. The test used to measure creative composition writing
achievement was tested and satisfied the subjective test scoring criteria used
by three examiners.

Student scores on the creative composition test were analyzed so as
to determine Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient. Using
techniques of descriptive statistics, data were also analyzed in terms of mean
(X) and standard deviation (SD). The researcher also employed the techniques
of dependent and independent ¢ test.

Findings are as follows:

(1) In comparing the writing achievement levels of the two experimental
groups, the researcher found that the groups which were taught using the
creative thinking method and the mind map method, respectively, differed at

the statistically significant level of .05 with the mean of the students taught by

the latter method being higher than the mean of the students taught by the
former method.

(2) In respect to the experimental group of students taught by the
creative thinking method, the researcher determined that their scores on the
creative writing composition test after studying were higher than prior to
studying at the statistically significant level of .05.

(3) Regarding the experimental group of students taught by the mind
map method, the researcher ascertained that their scores on the creative writing
composition test after studying was higher than those prior to studying at the

statistically significant level of .05.
