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In this thesis, the researcher describes and evaluates the development of

computer-assisted instruction program on “Parts of Speech” satisfying the

efficiency criteria of 80/80. Furthermore, the researcher compares the

academic achievement of selected Mathayom Sueksa One students on “Parts

of Speech” who were instructed by means of computer-assisted instruction

(CAI) and traditional methods.

Using the multi-stage random sampling method, the researcher selected

a sample population consisting of 40 Mathayom Sueksa One students enrolled

at Phichitpittayakom School who were studying in the first semester of the

(6)
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academic year 2010. The researcher subsequently divided the members of the
sample population into two groups of twenty each with one group being
designated as the experimental group and other group designated as the
control group. The members of the experimental group were instructed by
means of CAl, whereas the members of the control group were instructed
using traditional methods.

Instruments of research constructed by the researcher were threefold:
an academic achievement test on “Parts of Speech,” a CAI program in the
English subject on “Parts of Speech,” and a rating-scale evaluation form for
CAL

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of mean and percentage. The method of paired sample
t-test was also employed by the researcher.

Findings are as follows:

The lessons for CAI in the English subject on “Parts of Speech”
exhibited efficiency levels at 80.34/83.17, thereby satisfying the set criteria of
80/80.

The academic achievement of the students taught by means of CAI was
at a higher level than that of the students taught by traditional methods at the

statistically significant level of .01.
