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In this survey research investigation, the researcher examines (1) the
opinions concerning risk management in basic education institutions of
administrators of private schools teaching Islam in Bangkok Metropolis and
its environs. In addition, the researcher compares (2) opinions concerning risk
management of the administrators under study by reference to the
demographical characteristics of gender, age, educational level, and work
experience. Finally, the researcher has compiled (3) risk management

recommendations concerning the schools of concern in this inquiry.
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To carry out this investigation, the researcher collected a sample
population of 120 administrators serving as executives at the basic education
- level of private schools teaching Islam in Bangkok Metropolis and its
environs. In order to gather appropriate data, the researcher utilized a rating
scale questionnaire.

Utilizing techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed
the data obtained in terms of frequency, percentage, mean and standard
deviation. Additionally, the researcher employed the techniques of t test and
one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) for testing purposes.

Findings are as follows:

1. The administrators under investigation had opinions regarding risk
management in an overall picture and in each aspect at the moderate level in
descending order as follows: the aspect of academic management, personnel
management, budget management and general management.

2. The administrators under study who differed in the demographical
characteristic of gender exhibited no parallel differences in their opinions
concerning risk management in an overall picture. However, in each aspect, it
was found that there were differences in the aspects of academic management
and personnel management at the statistically significant level of .05.

3. The administrators under investigation who differed in the
demographical characteristic of age exhibited differences in opinions
regarding risk management in an overall picture at the statistically significant

level of .05. In each aspect, it was found that there were differences at the
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statistically significant level of .05 in the aspects of personnel management
and general management.

4, The administrators being studied who differed in the demographical
characteristic of educational level did not exhibit concomitant differences in
their opinions regarding risk management in an overall picture and in each
aspect.

5. Finally, the administrators being investigated who differed in the
demographical characteristic of work experience did not display concomitant
differences in their opinions regarding risk management in an overall picture

and in each aspect.
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
