In this research investigation, the researcher investigates the needs of first
year students to participate in activities organized at the Bang Na Campus,
Ramkhamhaeng University (RU) in five aspects. These aspects are academic
services; sports and health promotion; performing good deeds and maintaining the
environment; the promotion of morality, ethics, the arts, and culture; and
recreation. Compared are the needs to participate in activities by the students
under study as classified by the demographical characteristics of gender, age and

faculty of study.

The sample population consisted of first year students enrolled inr the
academic year of 201'0 at RU in accordance with the; faculty of study. Using the
stratified sampling technique, the sample population was selected from a research
population of 73,661 students at a reliability level of 95 percent. An appropriate
sample size was determined by using the Taro Yamané table with a margin of
error at =5 percent. Yamané’s table indicated a sample size of 397 students would

suffice. However, the researcher actually chose a sample size of 590 students.

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The instrument of research was a questionnaire. Using techniques of
descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the data collected in terms of
percentage, mean and standard deviation. The researcher also employed the
techniques of ¢-test and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA). In cases in which
differences were found at the statistically significant levei of .05, the researcher

utilized Scheffé’s multiple comparison methed.
Findings are as follows:

1. The needs to participate in activities organized at RU’s Bang Na
Campus for the first year students under study in an overall picture and in all the
aspects of academic services; sports and health promotion; performing good deeds
and maintaining the environment, promotion of morality, ethics, the arts and

culture; and recreation were evinced at a high level.

2. In comparing the means for the needs to participate in the activities in
which these students participated as classified by the demographical characteristics

of gender, age and faculty of study, the results were as follows:

2.1 Overall, the students under study who differed in the demographical
characteristic of gender failed to evince concomitant differences in their needs to
participate in student activities at the statistically significant level of .05. When
considered in each aspect, it was found that there were differences at the
statistically significant level of .03 in the needs to participate in the activities under
study in two aspects: promotion of morality, ethics, and the arts and culture in
addition to recreation. Female students exhibited the needs to participate in these
two groups of activities at a higher level than was the case for their male

counterparts.

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2.2 Overall, the students under study who differed in the demographical
characteristic of age did not exhibit parallel differences at the statistically
significant level of .05 in their needs to participafe in these activities. When
considered in each aspect, it was found that the students under study did not
display differences at the statistically significant level of .05 in their needs to

participate in these activities in all aspects.

2.3 The students under study who differed in the faculty of study also
failed to exhibit corresponding differences at the statistically significant level of
.05 in their needs to participate in these activities. When considered in each aspect,
it was found that the students failed to evince differences at the statistically

significant level of .05 in their needs 1o participate in these activities in all aspects.
