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In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) the levels of opinions
expressed by selected Ramkhamhaeng University students (RU) regarding the
self-directed learning environment at RU. Furthermore, the researcher
inquires into (2) the levels at which the self-directed learning environment
readiness of these RU students are expressed. Additionally, the researcher
considers (3) the relationship between the RU self-directed learning
environment and the self-directed learning readiness of the RU students under

study. Finally, the researcher reports (4) the suggestions made by these RU

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students regarding the organization of the self-directed learning environment
in the university.

The sample population consisted of 400 undergraduate students
enrolled in eight faculties. The instrument of research were two five-rating
scale questionnaires constructed by the researcher couched at the reliability
levels of 0.926 and 0.933, respectively.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of percentage, mean and standard deviation. Pearson’s
product moment correlation coefficient was also employed by the researcher.

Findings are as follows:

1. Overall, the self-directed environment of RU students was evaluated
to be at a moderate level. When considered in each aspect, it was found that
the academic environment was evaluated to be at a high level, whereas the
physical environment and the management environment were evaluated to be
at a moderate level.

2. The self-directed learning readiness of the RU students under study
in an overall picture and in eight aspects were evinced at a high level in
descending order of levels: the aspects of love for learning; optimistic view of
the future; assuming responsibility for learning; initiative and freedom to
learn; seizing opportunities for learning; the ability to use learning skills in
acquiring knowledge, as well as having the ability to use learning skills
solving problems; having one’s own ideas regarding how to become an

efficient learner; and being creative.

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3. The researcher found that the self-directed learning environment was
positively correlated with the self-directed learning readiness of these RU
students at a statistically significant low level (r=0.323) of 0.05.

4. Suggestions of these RU undergraduate students regarding the
organization of the self-directed environment are as follows:

4.1 The physical aspect. The university should increase the quantity
of reading corners and rooms for student activities. Directional signs should
be increased on the campus and inside buildings so as to make it easier to
have access to university areas. The university should provide sufficient
tables and chairs for students.

4.2 The academic aspect. The university should provide lectures in
video compact disc (VCD) form for all subjects. The university should
provide lecturers who can give guidance to students in respect to curricula.
The faculty should provide textbooks or teaching materials for students in
tandem with the development of new curricula.

4.3 The management aspect. The university should promote
relationships between administrators and students affording them the
opportunity to meet with one another. The university should provide
additional personnel charged with the duty of providing information. The
university should conduct additional channels for public relations in respect to

university news.
