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National Museum BAN KAO
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WHEN DR. VAN HEEKEREN A DUTCH ARCHAEOLOGIST WAS WORKING AS A
WAR'S PRISONER ON THE CONSTURCTION OF THE DEATH RAILWAY DURING THE WORLD WAR
Il (1943-1944 AD.) HE ACCIDENTLY FOUND A NUMEROUS OF STONE TOOLS IN THE BAN KAO
AREA. WHEN THE WAR WAL OVER, THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL EXCAVATIONS WER THE
CONDUCTED SYSTEMATICALLY AT THE DELTA OF KWAI NOI AND KWAI YAl RIVERS. A LARGE
NUMBER OF PREHISTORIC SKELETONS, POTTERIES, STONE TOOLS AND ORNAMENTS WERE
UNCOVERED AND EXHIBITED AT THIS MUSEUM.
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THE NATIONAL MARITIME MUSEUM
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This is the first Thai maritime museum in Thailand where artefacts from underwater
archaeological excavations and surveys are collected, stored as well as exhibited. It is also intended
for the presentation of the country’s maritime routes, economy, society and lifestyle in the past when
people depended mainly on “water” in earning their living. The province's history as well as major

events in the past are exhibited here, as well

NAVAL MUSEUM
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The museum displays models of the royal barge procession as well as equipment

and utensils used in warships.
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NATIONAL MUSEUM BANGKOK
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ORIGINALLY WAS THE PERSONAL MUSEUM OF KING RAMA IV WITH A COLLECTION OF
ANTIQUES AND ROYAL GIFTS, KING RAMA V SUBSEQUENTLY OPENED THE SAHATHAI SAMAKHOM PAVILION
(CONCORDIA TOWER) IN THE GRAND PALACE GROUNDS AS A PUBLIC MUSEUM. IT WAS THEN MOVED TO THE
THREE PALACE BUILDINGS IN THE FRONT PALACE (WAND NA) . KING RAMA VIl THEN GAVE OVER ALL
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BUILDINGS IN THE FRONT PALACE TO BE THE BANGKOK MUSEUM EXHIBITION AREAS ARE DIVIDED INTO 3
GROUPS;

1. THAI NATION HISTORY: FROM THE KINGDOM OF SUKHOTHAI TO RATTANAKOSIN
PERIOD, EXHIBITS IN THE SIWAMOK PHIMAN HALL.

2. HISTORY OF ART AND ARCHAEOLOGY IN THAILAND: DIVIDED INTO TOW PERIODS;
PREHISTORY, AT THE BACK OF THE SIWAMOK PHIMAN HALL AND THE HISTORICAL PERIOD, EXHIBITING
SCULPTURE FROM THE 18 CENTURY B.E. TO RATTANAKOSIN PERIOD AT PRASAT PHIPHITHAPHAN BUILDING,
AND SCULPTURE FROM BEFORE THIS PERIOD ON DISPLAY IN THE MAHA SURASINGHANAT BUILDING.
FUNERAL CHARIOT HALL DISPLAYS FUNERAL CARRIAGES AND OTHER PARAPHERNALIA OF ROYAL
CREMATIONS.

3. FINE ARTS AND ETHNOLOGY; INCLUDES DISPLAYS OF MUSICAL INSTRUMENTS,
NIELLOWARE, GOLD, NOTHER-OF-PEARL INLAY, WOOD CARVINGS, OLD TEXTILES, KHON MASKS, PUPPETS,
ETC. IN THE GROUP OF PALACE BUILDINGS.
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THE NATIONAL GALLERY WAS ORIGINALLY CALLED RONG KASAP SITHIKAN. KING RAMA V
GRACIOUSLY ORDERED TO BUILD A NEW MINT FACTORY INSTEAD OF THE OLD ONE WHICH WAS SITUATED
ON THE GRAND PALACE GROUNDS IN ORDER TO PRODUCE COINS. THIS LOCATION OF THE NEW MINT
FACTORY WAS THE FORMER PALACE OF PHRARATCHAWANG BOWONSATHAN MONGKHON FAMILY. THE
CONSTURCTION WAS COMPLETED IN 1992 . IT WAS A BEAUTIFUL BUILDING BUILT FROM BRICKS LIKE THE
BUILDINGS IN EUROPE. THE MACHINE USED FOR THE FABRICATION OF THE COINS WAS ORDERED FROM
EUROPE AND WAS VERY MODERN AT THAI TIME. ITS CAPACITY WAS AROUND 80,000-100,000 COINS A DAY.
THE COST OF CONSTRUCTION INCLUDING THE MACHINE WAS AROUND 800,000 BAHT.

CONSEQUENTLY, WHEN THE MINT FACTORY WAS MOVED TO PRADIPHAT ROAD, THE
MINISTRY OF FINANCE GAVE THE OLD BUILDING OF RONG KASAP SUTTHIKAN TO THE FINE ARTS
DEPARTMENT. THE BUILDING WAS RENOVATED AND IT WAS USED FOR VARIOUS ARTS EXHIBITIONS AND IS
CALLED THE NATIONAL GALLERY. SOMDET PHRATHEP PHARAT RATCHASUDA  SAYAM
BOROUMMARATCHAKUMARI PRESIDED AT THE INAUGURATION CEREMONY ON AUGUST 8, 1977.
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THE MUSEUM WAS FOUNDED IN 1999 BY MR. BUNYONG LERTNIMITR WHO IS A
COLLECTOR OF STONES. THE MUSEUM COLLECTION COMPRESES NUMBERS OFJADES, FOSSILS, NATURAL
STONES STALACITE AND OTHER DIFFERENT KINDS OF STONES WITH UNUSUAL SHAPE AND COLOUR. THESE
STONES OBTAINED FROM MANY SOURCES SOME PARTS CAME FROM INSIDE THE COUNTRY, AND OTHER
FROM ALL PARTS OF THE WORLD. BESIDES, THE MUSEUM ALSO COLLECTS VARIOUS ASHTRAYS OF DIVERSE
NATIONS.
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THIS BUILDING WAS ORIGINAL A HOUSE OF MR. JIM THOMPSON. THE LATE VOLUNTEER
SOLDIER OF THE UNITED STATE ARMY TO THE WORLD WAR II. WHEN THE WAR WAS OVER, HE RAN THE SILK
BUSINESS IN BANGKOK AND BOUGHT SIX OLD THAI-STYLE HOUSES FROM AYUTTHAYA PROVINCE, TO
REBUILD A TWO STOREYED THAI-STYLE HOUSE ON THE BANK OF SAEN SAEP CANAL. THE UPSTAIRS ARE A
DINNING ROOM, A LIVING ROOM, A STUDY AND A BEDROOM. THEY ARE ORNAMENTED WITH ANTIQUES AND
OBJECTS OF ART WHICH SHOW JIM'S INTEREST IN ASIAN ART AND CULTURD AT DOWNSTAIRS, THERE ARE
EXHIBITION ROOMS OF THE THAI BENCHARONGS (THAI PROCELAINS WITH DESIGNS IN FINE PRINCIPAL
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COLOURS) AND CHINESE PORCELIANS. THE VARIOUS PAINTINGS OF THAI ARTISTS, WHICH SHOW THE WAYS
OF LIFE OF THAI PEOPLE IN THE PAST, ARE EXHIBITED IN THE HOUSE OF PAINTINGS. THE NUSEUM WAS
ESTABLISHED AFTER JIM DISAPPEARED MYSTERIOUSLY IN MALAYSIA.
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THE GALLERY IS LOCATED IN THE AREA OF BANGKOK BANK PUBLIC COMPANY
LIMITED OF PHAN FA BRIDGE ARANCH. IT HAS A COVERED AREA OF ABOUT 3,700 SQUARE METRES,
AND IT IS DIVIDED INTO 5 FLOORS FOR BOTH PERMANENT AND TEMPORARY EXHIBITIONS INCLUDING
OTHER ACTIVITIES IN ORDER TO GIVING KNOWLEDGE AND UNDERSTANDING ABOUT ARTS. THE
GALLERY CAME INTO EXISTENCE AS A RESULT OF THE ROLE H.M.QUEEN SIRIKIT PLAYED IN
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PRESIDING OVER THE AWARDS CEREMONY FOR A PAINTING CONTEST BUA LUANG PAINTING AS THE
PROTOTYPE FOR EMBROIDERY,FOR THE ARTS AND CRAFTS SUPPORT FOUNDATION WHICH ENJOYS
THE PATRONAGE OF H.M.THE QUEEN, THE EVENT ITSELF TOOK PLACE ON JUNE 15, 2001, MR. CHATRI
SOPHONPHANICH, CHAIRMAN OF BANGKOK BANK PCL. AND ANOTHER 6 PERSONS PRESENTED A
TOTAL OF 7 MILLION BAHT TO BE USED AT H.M.'S DISCRETION. THE QUEEN GRACIOUSLY DONATED
THE ENTIRE AMOUNT AS A START-UP FUND TO PAY FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF AND ELEGANT
GALLERY, WHICH IS SPECIALLY DESIGNED TO EXHIBIT THE WORKS FOR THAI ARTISTS TO THEIR BEST
ADVANTAGE. THE STEERING COMMITTEE, IN COMPLIANCE WITH H.M.'S WISHES, HAVE COMMENTED
THAT IN THE GROUNDS OF THIS LOCATION IS SUITALE AREA TO CONSTRUCT THE GALLERY, AND
THEN THEY PRESENTED TO H.M THE QUEEN. LATER, H.M. THE QUEEN GRACIOUSLY GAVE HER
PERMISSION, AND ALSO NAMED IT TO BE THE QUEEN'S GALLERY, H.M. THE QUEEN PRESIDED OVER
THE INAUGURATION CEREMONY ON AUGUST 9,2003.
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BAN CHAO PHRAYA (HOUSE OF CHAO PHRAYA) WAS ORIGINALLY THE PALACE OF PRINCE
SATHIT THAMRONG SAWAT WHO WAS THE SON OF H.M. KING PIN KLAO (THE SECOND KING IN THE SAME

REIGN WITH KING RAME V). LATER, DURING THE REIGN OF H.M. KING CHULALONGKORN, KING RAMA V, THE
GOVERNMENT PURCHASED THE LAND AND CONSTRUCTED THE BUILDING TO BE THE OFFICE FOR THE
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POLICE BUREAU. WHEN PRINCE KHAMROP WAS THE DIRECTOR GENERAL OF THE POLICE BUREAU. HE
REQUESTED THE BUILDINGS AND LAND FROM H.M. KING VAJIRAVUDH , KING RAMA VI, THEREFORE THIS
AREA IS CALLED PRINCE KHAMROP PALACE
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ORIGINALLY IT WAS THE HOUSE OF CHAO PHRAYA WORAPHONG PHIPHAT (MR. YEN
ISSARASENA) WHO WAS THE SECRETARY (PRESENT DAY MINISTER) OF THE MINISTRY OF PALACES IN THE
REIGN OF H.M. KING PRAJADHIPOK, KING RAMA VIl LATER WHEN THERE WAS A TRANSITION THE RULE FROM
ASOLUTE MONARCHY TO CONSTITUTIONAL MONACHY IN 1922 HE BECAME THE MINISTER OF THE MINISTRY
OF PALACES, THE RESIDENCE AREA WAS THE LAND THAT BELONGED TO HIS FAMILY SINCE THE EARLY OF
RATTANAKOSIN PERIOD, CHAL PHRAYA WORAPHONG PHIPHAT BUILT THE HOUSE ON THIS AREA WHICH EAS
SUITABLE SIZE IN ACCORDANCE TO THE STATUS OF HIMSELF, UNTIL GE RECENTED THE RANK OF CHAO

PHRAYA WORAPHONG PHIPHAY FORM KING RAME VIl IN 1926.HE THEN BUILT A NEW GRAND BUILDING IN THE
AREA OF THE EXISTING ONE LOCATED, AND Hi HAD RESIDED THERE UNTIL HE PASSED AWAY IN 1941.
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THE BUILDING IS A SQUARE SHAPED STRUCTURE, ON THE RIGHT WING SIDE HAS THREE
FLOORS. THE ROOFTOP IS PIRAMID SAGPED, INCLUDING WING DIRECTION INDICATOR DEVICE TO BE
INSTALLED ON THE TOP, WHILE ON THE LEFT WING SIDE HAS VERANDAHS BOTH ON GROUND FLOOR AND
TOP FLOOR. THE WINDOWS ON THE TOP FLOOR ARE DECORATED WITH CARVING STUCCO IN THE LINED
PATTERN AND CURVES TO THE ARCHS INSIDE THE BUILDING IS DELICATELY DECORATED. THE VENT HOLES
ABOVE THE DOORS ARE MADE OF CARVED WOODS SURROUND THE SEMI-CIRCLE CURVED FRAMES . THE
FLOOR IS PAVED WITH COLOURED CERAMIC TILES, BOTH IN PLAIN AND ALTERNATED COLOUR
