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In this survey research investigation, the researcher investigation
(1) demographical and environmental factors affecting the motivation of
students to study in the Bachelor of Laws Program at the Faculty of Laws,
Ramkhamhaeng University (RU). Furthermore, the researcher inquires into
(2) factors of motivation in studying in this program in five aspects: the
university’s reputation; students expectations; instruction and study; personal
intentions; and professional expectations. Finally, the researcher compares
(3) these motivation factors for studying in this program with corresponding
demographical and environmental differences.

The sample population consisted of 378 undergraduates studying in the
Bachelor of Laws Program at Ramkhamhaeng University who had registered
in the first semester of the academic year 2011. The instrument of research
was a questionnaire constructed by the researcher.

The data collected were analyzed through applications of a computer
program. Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed

the data collected in terms of percentage, frequency, mean and standard
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deviation. The techniques of t-test and one way analysis of variance (ANOVA)
in addition to Scheffe”s multiple comparison method were also employed by the
researcher. -

Findings are as follows:

1. In studying the demographical and environmental variables, the
researcher found that most of the students studying in the program under study
were females between the ages of twenty-one and twenty-four. They evinced
confidence in the Faculty of Law at the highest level. They were concerned with
the labor market at a high level.

2. Motivation for studying in the program under study in all five aspects
was found to be at a high level.

3. In drawing comparisons on the basis of the demographical factorial
variable of gender, the researcher determined the following: There were differences
in professional expectations at the statistically significant level of .05. However, no
differences were found in regard to the aspects of the university’s reputation;
students’ expectations; instruction and study; and personal intentions.

4. In drawing comparisons on the basis of the environmental variable,
The researcher established that no corresponding differences were found in respect
to all five variable aspects considered, viz., the university’s reputation; students’
expectations; instruction and study; personal intentions; and professional

expectations.
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
