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In this thesis, the researcher investigates the affects of government
fiscal policy on economic growth and employment in the Kingdom of
Thailand.

In carrying out this investigation, the researcher utilized relevant
annual secondary time series data taken from the period between 1992 and
2008. Applying an econometric model, the researcher subsequently analyzed
the data collected through applications of the multiple regression equation
technique and the ordinary least squares (OLS) method in order to study the
relationships between variables affecting economic growth and employment.

Findings are as follows:

The researcher found that the most significant factor affecting
economic growth was ordinary governmental expenditures. This factor was
determined to be directly correlated with the economic growth rate. However,
government income from direct taxation was ascertained to be inversely
correlated with the economic growth rate.

In regard to factors affecting the unemployment rate, it was found that
the import of capital goods was directly correlated with the unemployment
rate. On the other hand, ordinary governmental expenditures were determined
to be inversely correlated with the unemployment rate. This last finding was

congruent with the set hypothesis posited for this inquiry.
