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In this dissertation, the researcher investigates the historical background
and the significance of the legal problems attendant upon the delineation of
the authority, duties and procedures of the judicature in inspecting the actions
of holders of political positions. It is the intent of the Constitution that the
inspection process in this connection should be conducted efficiently. However,
the fact remains that society at large has no confidence in the efficiency of
this inspection process. The inspection process is looked upon askance in view
of its deficiencies in respect to impartiality, independence, transparency, certainty,
openness in trial processes and the final judgment made by the courts. More

directly, these questions are raised concerning the tardiness and slowness with
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247152
which cases are brought to trial, whether justice prevails in the proceedings
and judgments, and the dubious moral circumstances surrounding proceedings
and judgments. It seems this may go far in lessening the confidence the citizenry
has in judgments made by the Constitutional Court and the Supreme Court's
Criminal Division for Holders of Political Positions.

Researchers have not previously studied the indicators of efficiency in the
inspection process of holders of political positions by the judicature. Therefore,
there are no criteria available for determining the degree of efficiency in which
the Constitutional Court and the Supreme Court's Criminal Division for Holders
of Political Positions have conducted trail processes and given judgments.
Consequently, it is well that research is herein conducted on establishing,
developing and applying the aforementioned indicators. Upon completion, such
research should provide unambiguous and univocal answers concerning these
indicators and attendant legal problems on the basis of a properly executed
research methodology.

The research objectives are as follows:

1. To compare the inspection process of holders of political positions
by the Constitutional Court and Supreme Court's Criminal Division for Holders
of Political Positions

2. To compare indicators of efficiency in the inspection process of
holders of political positions by the Constitutional Court with those for the

Supreme Court's Criminal Division for Holders of Political Positions

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3. To study the efficiency of the inspection process of holders of political
positions by the judicature

In this qualitative research investigation, the researcher studied documents
in conjunction with compiling field work data. The findings have been analyzed
in accordance with a conceptual framework constructed on the basis of a review
of the literature on the subject so as to provide answers to the research questions.

Findings are as follows:

There were differences between cases brought before and adjudicated
by the Constitutional Court and those brought before and adjudicated by the
Supreme Court's Criminal Division for Holders of Political Positions.

Indicators of efficiency in the inspection process of holders of political
positions of the Constitutional Court were similar to those of the Supreme
Court’s Criminal Division for Holder of Political Positions. These indicators
were independence, impartiality, accountability, transparence, competence,
integrity, accessibility, timeliness, openness, fairness, impartiality, and certainty.

The inspection process for holders of political positions of the Constitutional
Court and the Supreme Court’s Criminal Division for Holders of Political
Positions exhibited efficiency in almost all indicators by reference to the
indicators for efficiency for the inspection process of holders of political positions
by the judicature. Certain components of the indicators for independence and
transparency were not completely developed. In addition, it was found that
indicators of efficiency for the inspection process of holders of political positions

by the judicature were correlated with each other and exerted mutual effects.
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On the basis of these findings, the researcher would like to make the
following recommendations: Case proceedings of the Constitutional Court
should be protected. Panel members involved in case proceedings of the
Supreme Court’s Criminal Division for Holders of Political Positions should
be proportionately allocated. Public belief in the trustworthiness of the judicature in
this instance should be consciously cultivated for the sake of society as a whole.
Studies of guidelines for determining how to deal with newer trends in regard
to holders of political positions are a research desideratum. Lastly, studies
should be conducted regarding the efficiency and effectiveness of the inspection

process for holders of political positions in other organizations.
