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In this thesis, the researcher investigates the performance of Siam
Commercial Bank Public Company Limited and factors affecting the
determination of the quantity of personal credit at the bank.

Using econometric methods to develop a model for studying the
relationships between these factors, the researcher applied the technique of
multiple regression equation and the ordinary least squares (OLS) method in
order to find relationships between dependent and independent variables. As
such, the researcher analyzed relevant quarterly secondary data taken from the
period between the first quarters of 2004 to the fourth quarter of 2009, a total

of 24 quarters.
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Findings are as follows: 247177

Applying the aforementioned model, the researcher found that the
independent variables of the quantity of total credit, the quantity of total
deposits in the previous quarter, and the bank’s loan rate were explanatory of
changes in the dependent variable—the quantity of personal credit—at 99.75
percent. It was additionally found that these three independent variables were
directly cdrrelated with the quantity of personal credit. This finding was
congruent with the set hypothesis postulated for this investigation.

However, the independent variable of the quantity of capital was
determined to be inversely correlated with the quantity of personal credit. This
is because the quantity of capital exhibited little change in the period of time
selected for investigation.

The researcher also found that the bank was limited in extending loans,
since the economy has not improved. In addition, cash reserves have been
augmented so as to cover increases in the quantity of bad debts. Finally, the
quantity of credit the bank is able to provide is additionally dependent on bank

policy set in view of bank performance.
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
