In this thesis, the researcher investigates the factors determining the
quantity of credit available for car hire-purchases by financial institutions.

In carrying out this investigation, the researcher utilized an
econometric method in the form of multiple regression analysis and applied
the method of the ordinary least square (OLS) method in conducting analysis.
The researcher collected relevant secondary data for the period between 1993
and 2010, a total of 17 years, for purposes of analysis.

Findings aré as follows:

~ The quantity of personal cars and commercial vehicles sold in the
country was found to be directly correlated with the quantity of credit

available for car hire-purchases by financial institutions at the statistically

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signiﬁcant reliability level of 99 percent. Annual mean per capita income was
also found to be positively correlated with the quantity of credit available for
car hire-purchases by financial institutions at the statistically significant
reliability level of 99 percent.

However, the researcher additionally determined that the prime rate
was inversely correlated with the quantity of available credit for car hire-
purchases by financial institutions at the statistically significant reliability

level of 99 percent. This finding was in accordance with the set hypothesis

postulated for this investigation.
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
