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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to (1) study the use of information in the
study process of secondary school students of International School Bangkok; ( 2)
compare information use in the study process, classified by students’ classroom level
and educational activities; and ( 3) study the problems of using information for
secondary school students from International School Bangkok.

The population consisted of 1,067 registered students at both middle
school and high school level at International School Bangkok in academic year 2016—
2017. The sample size was 452 respondents, selected using stratified random
sampling. Data were collected by using a questionnaire. Statistics used for data
analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation and independent sample t-test.

The study’s findings were as follows. (1) Secondary school students of
International School Bangkok mainly used information for homework/ school
assignments, study and research, as well as for preparing for examination and future
study. Students most often used electronic resources for homework/ school
assignments, future study and study and research. They mainly used printed materials
for preparing for examinations. (2) Comparing information use by secondary school
students at International School Bangkok classified by classroom level and
educational activities, significant differences were found at .05 level. It was found that
high school students used information for homework/school assignments, future study
and preparing for examinations, while middle school students used information for
study and research. High school students used information in different languages
much more than middle school students, while middle school students used
information contents, type of information and search engines much more than high
school students, with a significant difference at .05. (3) The students had problems of
using information overall at a low level, except for used audiovisual materials, where
problems were at a moderate level.
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
