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Abstract

This research objectives were to study 1) personal information of the
members, 2) the decision making to participate in the sufficiency economy project in
the community by the members, 3) living on the philosophy of sufficiency economy
practice, 4) the results of living on the philosophy of sufficiency economy after
practice according to five aspects of self-reliance of the members, and 5) problems
and suggestions of the members by living on philosophy of sufficiency economy.

The population was the member of the sufficiency economy project in the
upper northeastern community phases 1-5 in the Provincs of Kalasin, Khon Kaen, Roi
Et, Maha Sarakham, Mukdahan, Nakhon Phanom, Sakon Nakhon, Bueng Kan, Nong
Khai, Udon Thani, Nong Bua Lamphu and Loei accounting for 1,830 persons. The
sample size of 305 was calculated by using Taro Yamane formula’s with 0.05 error
level, and simple random sampling was applied. Data were collected by using
interviewed questionnaire, and analyzed to determine percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and compassion by t-test.

The research findings were showed that 1) the majority of the group
members were female with an average age of 59.39 years, had their own farm areas
and occupation in agriculture. 2) Majority of them had the most important reason for
the decision making to participate in the project that was the needs for occupation
sustainability and stability and the second reason was the benefit. 3) Almost all of
them indicated at the highest level for living adhering to the philosophy of sufficiency
economy in the moral aspects including the practice of the doctrine of religion and
local traditions, work honestly and faithfully. 4) The living of members, before and
after participating in the sufficiency economy project in the community were
statistically significant differences at 0.05 level in five aspects, these were self-
reliance, psychology, social environment, natural resources, economics, and
technology. 5) Almost all of them had no problems in living on philosophy of
sufficiency economy. They suggested that the needs and benefit of farmers should
put in consideration for extension and development and collaboration among project
officers and community leaders was necessary to provide interpretation of the project
to the farmers.
