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Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to examine Muban Chombueng Classroom
Action Research Network Model (MCAR Network Model); 2) to implement the Muban
Chombueng Classroom Action Research Network Model (MCAR Network Model); and
3) to investigate the current condition, problems and obstacles occurring in
conducting classroom action research. Mix Methods of Quantitative Research (by
Survey) and Qualitative Research (by Focus Group) were used in the research.

For Survey Research, the total population comprised 3,270 teachers and 407
schools’ administrators, all of those who had been working in Ratchaburi and Samut
Songkram provinces, under Office of The Basic Education Commission, in academic
year 2015. The 290 respondents were drawn from this group by using Accidental
Sampling. For Qualitative Research of Focus Group Discussion, the sample group of
schools’ administrators and teachers consisted of 2 subgroups of 8 people, in which
eventually made up a total of 16, were drawn by using Purposive Sampling. The
instruments for the former group was Questionnaire and for the latter group was
Focus Group Discussion. The statistics used for quantitative data analysis consisted
of Frequency, Percentage, Mean, and Standard Deviation. Whereas, the statistics used
for qualitative data analysis were content analysis and interpretation.

The findings revealed as follows:

1) It was found that Muban Chombueng Classroom Action Research Network
Model was appropriate to be applied, especially for basic education schools.

2) Experimental implementation of Muban Chombueng Classroom Action

Research Network Model (MCAR Network Model) was unable to be conducted, since



it appeared that too few volunteer schools joining in the project and a network
subsequently cannot be established.

3) From the survey of the current condition, problems and obstacles in
conducting classroom action research, it was discovered that the schools’
administrators and teachers were actually aware of the importance of the classroom
action research since their concerning mission aimed to solve the learners’ problems,
as well as to promote the learners’ achievement. On the contrary, the research
trainings that usually were provided for the schools misled them to the perception
of the classroom action research as a common form of academic research, in which
the process was more complicated and it created a cause of discouragement for

them.
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
