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Abstract

The purposes of this study were (1) to develop a curriculum toward the ASEAN
Community with the use of partnership process for Mathayom Suksa Il students; and (2) to
study the efficiency of the developed curriculum toward the ASEAN Community with the use
of partnership process for Mathayom Suksa I11 students.

The research process comprised two stages: Stage 1 was the development of a
curriculum toward the ASEAN Community with the use of partnership process for Mathayom
Suksa Il students. The research informants were 20 representatives of schools and
partnership organizations from the state and private work agencies. This stage comprised
three steps: (1) a study of fundamental information, (2) the compilation of curriculum contents
and learning experiences, and (3) the study of curriculum pilot try-out results. The employed
research instruments were (1) a note taking form for the focus group discussion, and (2) a verification
form for appropriateness of the curriculum components. Data were analyzed using the mean,
standard deviation, and content analysis. Stage 2 was the study of the efficiency of the
curriculum. This stage comprised two steps: (1) the curriculum implementation, and (2) the conclusion of
results of curriculum implementation and curriculum improvement. The research sample consisted
of 27 Mathayom Suksa 111 students obtained by cluster sampling. The curriculum was implemented
in the first semester of the academic year 2016. The research instruments were (1) four learning
units of the developed curriculum toward the ASEAN Community, (2) a learning achievement
test with reliability coefficient of 0.81, (3) an assessment scale for the skill of working with
other people with reliability coefficient of 0.75, and (4) an assessment scale for the awareness
of the values of Thainess and being ASEAN members with reliability coefficient of 0.88. Data were
analyzed using the percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and content analysis.

The results of the study were as follows: (1) the development of the curriculum toward
the ASEAN Community with the use of partnership process for Mathayom Suksa Il students was
composed of 7 components: (a) fundamental information for curriculum development; (b) the course
description; (c) learning outcomes; (d) the curriculum structure; (e) the learning management
process; (f) instructional media and learning resources; and (g) learning measurement and
evaluation; on the other hand, there were five steps of curriculum development with the use of
partnership process: the first step was a study of fundamental information; the second step was the
determination of the required knowledge and learning experiences; the third step was the curriculum
try-out; the fourth step was the curriculum implementation; and the fifth step was the conclusion of
curriculum implementation and curriculum improvement; as for the characteristics of the
curriculum, the developed curriculum was a curriculum with quality which was responsive to the
multicultural needs of the students most of whom were children of alien workers and also was
responsive to the local and community needs; (2) regarding the results of efficiency study of the
curriculum toward the ASEAN Community with the use of partnership process for Mathayom
Suksa Il students, it was found that (2.1) the students’ post-learning learning achievement was
significantly higher than their pre-learning counterpart achievement at the .05 level; and (2.2) the
students had the skill of working with other people at the highest level; and (3) the students had the
awareness of the values of Thainess and being ASEAN members at the high level.
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
