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Thesis title: Instruct the Political Process of the National United front of Democracy
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study: (1) the political socialization
methods and activities used by the United Front of Democracy against Dictatorship
(UDD) in Udon Thani Province; (2) the political socialization tools used by the UDD
in Udon Thani Province; (3) the results of the UDD’s political socialization activities
in Udon Thani Province.

This was a qualitative research based on interviews with a sample
population of 27 people, consisting of 7 leaders and 20 members of the We Love
Udon Club. Data were collected with an interview form and analyzed through
descriptive analysis.

The results showed that: (1) the political socialization methods the UDD
used were network building and recruitment of new members to both the We Love
Udon Club and the funeral charity project. The activities they used were monthly
meetings of group leaders to set operations plans, having all the leaders spread news
to people in every neighborhood, organizing public speeches, and regularly
stimulating members to be politically aware and active. (2) The tools they used were
radio programs, newspapers and Internet for public relations and communicating with
the public. Both group leaders and members used the mass media as a forum to
express their views. (3) The result of the political socialization activities was a
phenomenon of a large number of people joining to express their shared political
standpoint.
