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ABSTRACT

This study aimed 1) to investigate farmers’ knowledge and understanding about the
objective the season in joining Farmer Rehabilitation and Development Fund of Saraphi
Agricultural Cooperatives Ltd.; 2) to examine the implementation approaches of Farmer
Rehabilitation and Development Fund in rehabilitating occupation development and solving debt
problems; and 3) to explore the success of Farmer Rehabilitation and Development Fund in
solving debt problems and rehabilitating farmers’ occupation development of Saraphi
Agricultural Cooperatives Ltd. It was a quantitative research employing questionnaires to collect
data from 80 farmers who were members of Saraphi Agricultural Cooperatives Ltd. The result
could be summarized as follows:

1) Farmers who were members of Saraphi Agricultural Cooperatives Ltd. conveyed
knowledge, understanding and motivation in joining Farmer Rehabilitation and Development
Fund of Saraphi Agricultural Cooperatives Ltd. in the high level.

2) With regard to the implementation approaches of Farmer Rehabilitation and
Development Fund in rehabilitating occupation development and solving debt problems, the
result showed that in overall the Farmer Rehabilitation and Development Fund had worked due to
self-efficiency economy in the medium level. The farmers asserted that Farmer Rehabilitation
and Development Fund had worked due to self-efficiency economy particularly in human
development (quality of life) in the relatively high level while in the resource management and

resource goal and method was in the medium level, respectively.



3) According to the success of Farmer Rehabilitation and Development Fund in solving
debt problems and rehabilitating farmers’ occupation development of Saraphi Agricultural
Cooperatives Ltd., the study indicated that on the whole, the success was not, in the selectively
high level. However, the Farmer Rehabilitation and Development Fund reasonably succeeded in
the relatively high level in terms of solving debt problems; knowledge development in agriculture
or activities related to agriculture in order to strengthen agricultural organizations; and capability
development in self-dependency and helping one another, respectively. Finally, promotion and
support in rehabilitation and farmers’ agricultural occupation development succeeded merely in

the medium level.
