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In this thesis, the researcher is concerned to isolate variables and
determine factors governing difficulties in reading Thai encountered by selected
level two students. A group of level two students enrolled in schools under the
supervision of Rayong Educational Service Area Office 1 was selected as the
foci of investigation by the researcher.

Using the multistage random sampling method, the researcher selected
a sample population of 1,041 students from a research population of 16,834
students enrolled in 120 schools under the supervision of Rayong Educational
Service Area Office 1. The instrument of research was a five-rating scale

questionnaire couched at the reliability level of 0.915.
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The data collected were analyzed combining the closely connected
techniques of orthogonal varimax rotation and principal component factor
ax‘}alysis.'

Findings are as follows:

In respect to problems in Thai reading encountered by the students under
study, the researcher found that there were five factors implicated in these
problems. These factors involved the student factor (18.013 percent), the reading
comprehension factor (27.401 percent), the school environment factor (36.078
percent), the parental factor (44.558 percent), and the factor of friends (51.085

percent).
