In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) success factors in the
thesis performance of selected graduate students at Rajabhat Rajanagarindra
University; and (2) compares success factors in thesis performance of the
graduate students under study as classified by the demographical
characteristics of gender, age, field of study, occupation, and type of research.

The sample population consisted of 164 graduate students who had
graduated from master of education degree programs in Educational
Administration, Curriculum and Instruction and master of arts degree
programs in Social Science for Development and Development Strategies
during the academic years of 2003 and 2009.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics in accordance with a computer
program, the researcher analyzed the data collected in terms of frequency,
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In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) success factors in the
thesis performance of selected graduate students at Rajabhat Rajanagarindra
University; and (2) compares success factors in thesis performance of the
graduate students under study as classified by the demographical
characteristics of gender, age, field of study, occupation, and type of research.

The sample population consisted of 164 graduate students who had
graduated from master of education degree programs in Educational
Administration, Curriculum and Instruction and master of arts degree
programs in Social Science for Development and Development Strategies
during the academic years of 2003 and 2009.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics in accordance with a computer

program, the researcher analyzed the data collected in terms of frequency,
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percentage, mean and standard deviation. The  test technique was used to
compare differences between two groups of variables. One-way analysis of
variance (ANOV A) was employed for variables involving more than two
groups. Scheffé method was used for paired comparison when differences
were found at a statistically significant level.

Findings are as follows:

1. Success factors in the thesis performance of the graduate students
under study in regard to the aspects of academic knowledge; self-management,
thesis advisors; and university academic services in an overall picture
exhibited a mean at a high level in all items.

2. As classified in terms of the demographical characteristics of gender
and occupation, the graduate students under study exhibited no differences in
success factors in thesis performance. However, as classified by age, fields of
study, and types of research vis-a-vis thesis performance, these graduate
students did exhibit differences in success factors in thesis performance in the
aspect of university academic services at the statistically significant level of
.05. There were no differences found in regard to success factors in thesis
performance in the other aspects considered.

3. Opinions regarding problems and recommendations in thesis
performance as stated by the graduate students under study are as follows:

Problems in thesis performance:

The aspect of academic knowledge: The knowledge and understanding

of these graduate students are insufficient for thesis preparation.
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The aspect of students’ self-management: students have a plethora of

job responsibilities and do not have sufficient time for preparing theses.

The aspect of thesis advisor: Sometimes advisor advice is in conflict with one
another and confuses students.

The aspect of university academic services: Students found that documents and

research publications are scarce at their university.

Recommendations regarding thesis performance:

In respect to the aspect of students’ academic knowledge, students
should select topics in which they are interested and which are congruent with
their work.

The aspect of students’ self-management: students should be
determined, attentive, willing, and patient.

The aspect of thesis advisors students should consult with advisors on a
regular basis.

Finally, the aspect of university academic services: students should

thoroughly study the steps of thesis performance.
