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In this thesis, the researcher investigates factors affecting trade between
the Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand) and the Republic of Korea (South Korea).

In conducting this investigation, the researcher made use of relevant
secondary data from the period between 1994 and 2008. The analysis was
carried out by an application of the multiple regression equation using the
Econometric Views 4 (EViews 4) computer progfam.

Findings are as follows:

The factors of the value of imports from South Korea and the gross
domestic product of Thailand were found to be directly correlated with the value
of imports from the Republic of Korea at a statistically significant level. This

finding was congruent with the set hypothesis postulated for this investigation.

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Furthermore, the researcher also determined that the baht/US dollar
exchange rate and the consumer price index of Thailand were directly
correlated with the value of imports from South Korea. However, this finding
was incongruent with the set hypothesis posited for this inquiry.

The factors of the value of exports to South Korea and the gross
domestic product of South Korea were found to be directly correlated with the
value of exports from Thailand to the Republic of Korea. This finding was
congruent with the set hypothesis postulated for this investigation at a
statistically significant level.

Additionally, the factors of the won/US dollar exchange rate and the
consumer price index of South Korea were determined to be directly
correlated with the value of exports from Thailand to South Korea. However,

this finding was incongruent with the set hypothesis posited for this inquiry.
