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In this thesis, the researcher delineates (1) the demographical
characteristics of selected readers of digitalized magazines. Furthermore, the
researcher examines (2) the behaviors evinced by the subjects of investigation
in the course of reading digitalized magazines. Moreover, the researcher
considers (3) the contents of the digitalized magazines read by these subjects
in addition to (4) the patterns exhibited by the digitalized magazines. Finally,
the researcher inquires into (5) the perceived benefits. Thai readers obtain
from reading digitalized maéazines.

The sample population consisted of 400 members of groups devoted
to reading three digitalized magazine titles. The instrument of research was

a questionnaire.

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Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed
the data collected in terms of frequency distribution, percentage, mean
and standard deviation. Hypothesis testing was conducted using the ¢ test
and One-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) techniques.

Findings are as follows:

The demographical characteristics of members of groups reading
the thrcze digitalized magazines were as follows: More frequent were readers
between t};e ages of thirty and forty than between the ages of twenty and
twenty-nine. In respect to educational level, magazine readers were more
likely to be at a master’s degree level than a bachelor’s degree level or its
equivalent. More frequent in the sample population were civil officials and
state enterprise employees than school and university students. Those with
an average monthly income of 10,000 and 20,000 baht were more likely
to be readers than those with an income between 20,001 and 30,000 baht.

In regard to the behaviors of digitalized magazine readers, it was found
that there were more readers of Thai Shutter Digital (TSD) e-Magazine than
there were of Thai Golf Digital Magazine.

In respect to the contents of these digitalized magazines, it was found
that interviews with individuals and cover stories had contents that were more
interesting to these readers than articles by freelance writers.

In regard to the design and layout of these digitalized magazines, it was
found that most of the subjects under study were concerned with glyphs which

were easy to read more than they were with the placement of advertisements.

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Finally, what these readers received when reading digitalized
magazines differed from what they received when reading printed magazines
was a greater degree of entertainment. This was because the digitalized
magazines more frequently offered a variety of entertaining features in lieu

of knowledge, substance, or other useful benefits.
