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The life insurance business plays an important role in mobilizing
savings and providing the means of guaranteeing security in society. It lessens
the severity of damages suffered or incurred by individuals and organizations.
At present (2011), only 25.37 percent of Thais take out life insurance.

As such, it is patent that there is ample room for growth in this business.
Subsequently, in this light, the researcher has undertaken the examination of
factors affecting the gross direct premium income of life insurance companies
in the Kingdom of Thailand.

Findings are as follows:

The number of representatives, expenses incurred in sales promotion

and advertising, and wages and commission were found to be directly

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correlated with the amount of gross direct premium income at the levels of
reliability of 99.99, and 95 percent, respectively. The researcher found that
annual decreases in the quantity of policies issued were inversely correlated
with the amount of direct premium income at the reliability level of 90
percent.

The researcher would accordingly like to make the following
recommendations: Life insurance companies should develop guidelines for
determining criteria, rules, regulations, and strategic plans applicable to the
shoring up of financial security for businesses. They should pay attention to

the quality of representatives matching their increase in numbers.
