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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the compliance to
supervisor’s power of secondary school teachers in Khon Kaen
prdvince. Three hundred and twenty secondary school teachers in Khon
Kaen province were se}eéted as subjects by using the two-stage random
sampling method. The compliance to supervisor’s power gquestionnaire
based on French and Raven’s social power theory was used as a tool in
the research. A Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS-PC*)
computer programme was used for data analysis. Data was analized in
terms of means, frequency, percentage, standard deviation, t-test,

one-way analysis of variance and the Newman-Keuls.



Research Results :

1. The first order of compliance of the secondary school
teachers in Khon Kaen province was expert power. The next four orders
of compliance were legitimate power, reward power, coercive power and
referent power.

2. Male and female teachers showed different compliance to
expert power at the .01 significant level while the compliance to
reward power, coercive power, legitimate power and referent power did-
not cause a statistically significant difference.

3. Teachers who differed in academic degrees showed different
compliance to reward power and coercive power in order at the .01 and
.05 significant level while the compliance to legitimate power,
referent power and expert power did not cause a statistically
significant difference.

4. Teachers who differed in working experiences did not cause a
statistically significant difference in compliance to reward power,
coercive power, legitimate power, referent power and expert power.

5. Teachers of different school sizes showed different
compliance to coercive power and expert power at the .05 significant
level while the compliance to reward power, legitimate power and

referent power did not cause a statistically significant difference.
