Voyeurism is a behavior being a threat of privacy. Also, it is often seen to have a sexual
dimension. Nowadays, technological developments have modemized the old form of voyeurism to
such an emerging form of aime involving a serious breach of privacy in much greater degree
than could ho:/e been foreseen. The modem form of ‘voyeurism is increasingly generating public

concern as technology allows images to spread widely and instantly over the internet.

Accordingly, this thesis aimed to find an opproﬁrioted gpprooch in developing Thai laws to
efficiently respond to this social problem. To meet with the aim, the thesis mainly focused on the
nature of such behavior, the background and conditions of the problem, the approaches taken in
overseas jurisdictions and the limitations of the current Thai laws.

Results from the study showed that aiminal laws in several countries such as the United
States, England, Canada and New Zedland have enacted specific provisions for the voyeurism,
especially video voyeurism or intimate covert filming. In fact, according to the philosophy of the
aiminal law as well as Thai society and cuftural context, voyeurism can be apparently considered
as a conduct that sits within the criminal boundaries. The thesis, therefore, proposes to define and
treat voyeurism as a aime. Nevertheless, currently, there is no specific offence in the Thai
Criminal Code against voyeurism in place. Only reIote'c’ll» parts of the Criminal Code and the
Computer Crime Act«B.E2550 have been enforced on this kind of deviant behavior. The study
indicates that the exis_ting laws not only are unable to enforce efficiently but also do not cover al
actions pertaining to voyeurism. The study recommends that voyeurism should be incduded as an
offence in the Criminal Code. Indeed, this amendment of the Criminal Code will enable the State\
to efficiently and effectively respond to this phenomenon.
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
