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The purposes of this participatory action research were: 1) to survey the secondary school students’
classroom undesirable behaviors; 2) to study the process of participatory action research for teachers and students in
order to reduce the lower-secondary school students’ classroom undesirable behaviors: and 3) to study the effects of
participatory action research in reducing the lower-secondary school students student’ classroom undesirable
behaviors. This research was divided into two phases: in the first phase, a survey which explores the secondary
school students’ classroom undesirable behaviors; and in the second phrase, a quasi-experimental design which
consists of the pre-test and post-test design with nonequivalent group was carried out. The data was analyzed using
several methods: content analysis, analytic induction, descriptive statistic and t-test independent.

The research findings were summarized as follows:

1) The most classroom undesirable behaviors include the following: (1) talking and playing (2) using mobile
phones (3) playing games and listening to music on mobile phones game (4) reading comics or doing other work in
class and (5) leaving the classrooms without any reason, the students’ classroom undesirable behaviors can be
divided into three categories, i.e, class non-participation; class disruption; and class irresponsibility.

2) This participatory action research employed two Plan-Do-Check-Act (PDCA) cycles which involve the
following participants; (1) Researcher — Teachers: step P, researcher and teachers jointly plan of research process.
Step D, started research in cycle 2 as planned and researcher collected information on the research of teachers.
Step C, teachers and researcher monitoring the implementation process PAR of teachers. and step A, teacher and
researcher reflect on the PAR of teachers. (2) Teachers - Students: step P, teachers and students together a plan to
reduce students’ classroom undesirable behaviors. Step D, teachers and students begin as planned. Step C,
teachers and students together determine students' behaviors in classroom. and step A, teachers and students
reflect on the students’ classroom behavior.

"3) The experimental group with lower classroom undesirable behaviors lower than that of the control group

was statistically significant at .05 after receiving the PDCA treatment.
