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ABSTRACT

The project aims to study the reliability of students’ placement
test scores, and to determine the language sbility of KRKU students
including a predictive equaticn for English language achievement
scores from placement test scores. It also investigates
whether students’ attitudes towards English correlate with their
achievement scores . The subjects are 20% of the first year EKEKU
students, studying general English courses. There are two
sources of data. The first one is from the raw scores of ths
placement tests and the achievement in the general English

courses. The second source is from asn attitude survey. The
study shows that there is a gradusl rise in the language ability
of most students . The students maintain a rather positive

attitude toward English. There is a correlation between the

placement test scores and the achievement test scores (P«
0.0001). This is to say the placement test scores can classify
or place students according to their langusage potential. The
study of students’ attitude shows that the correlation between
their attitudes and the English language achievement does exist.
The relationship between these two variables is lower than thsat
of the placement test scores and the achievement test scores,
however.
