Title A Study of the Stucture and the Size of the
Public Expenditures.

ABSTRACT
The purposes of the study were : (1) to analyse the

stucture of the public expenditure size of Royal Thai Governuent
from the past to the present, and (2) to study the correlation between
political power of the government and public expenditure’s trends of
the country. Data in this study was secondary source data collected
from the Bank of Thailand’s data (during 1959-1991). The results
of the study reported as the {following.

1. The elasticity of public expenditure of gross domestic
product (GDP) and net national product(NNP) in 1959-1973 and 1974-1991
were more than 1. That is the size of the public expenditure was
larger. Moreover the finding revealed that the public expenditure
in 1959-1973 was larger than in 1974-1991.

2. When  classified public expenditure by  economic
classification to GDP and NNP. It is found that during 1959-1473 the
current expenditure and the capital expenditure were expanded more
than GDP and NNP. Whilst, the current expexditure was expanded more
than capital expenditure. For during 1974-1991, only the current
expenditure was expaned more than GDP and NNP while the capital
expenditure was expanded less than GDP and NNP.

3. when classified the public expenditura by the wmajor
classification function to GDP and NNP, it is found that only the
public expenditure was expanded wmore than 'GDP and NNP while the

administration service expenditure (in 1959-1973) and the economic:



sevices expenditure in 1974-1991 were expanded less. For the comparison
of the public expenditure which is classified by major function
between 1959-1973 and 1974-1991, it. is found that the public
expenditure during 1974-1991 was decreased from the past, excepted
only for the administration services expenditure.

4. The study indicated that the proporticn of the public
expenditure and income from tax to GDP of Thailand were lower Lhan
the developed countries’ proportion. On the other hand the difference
between the public expenditure to GDP and the income from tax to GDP
was higher. This indicated that there is the trend for Thai people to
gain higher benefits from the public expenditure.

5. Studying the correlation between the political power of
the government and the trend of public expenditure, it is indicated
that the public expenditure size used by the revolutionary governments
(during 1959-1973) were larger than the one used by the revolutionary
and elective  governments (during 1974-1990). Moreover, the
revolutionary governments (during 1959-1973) had classified the public
expenditure in the way which provided the benefits to Thai people

better than the revolutionary and elective government (during
1994-1990).
