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Abstract

The results from questionairs sent to 149 community
hospitals in North Eastern of Thailand revealed that only 35
hospitals or 23.49% wet the standard diagnostic laboratory of the
Ministry of Health. The amout of staff of all most of the
diagnostic laboratories of these hospitals are quite low when
compaired with the criterior of the Ministry of Health. The
education and experience of these personnel are under standard
most of them are under graduated only 7.38% of these hospitals
have scientis (Medical Technologist). The development and
improvement of quality can be done in two aspects. First by short

course seminar and practice and second by continuing education.
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
