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ABSTRACT

This independent study involves with an information systems development for the
leasing service management of available rooms. It aims at developing the information system for
managing the rental business and utilizing it efficiently.

As in the preceding task systems, the most critical one that needs to be improved relates
to personnel-work systems, for instance, the client database server system, the balance sheet or
accounting system, etc. Long time consuming in each single task is found as a major problem
together with the huge documents, leading to the serious disadvantage in data mining and losses.
