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Abstract

Accordingly the efficiency and effectiveness enhancement projects of research
administrative system to mission-focused research grant - Phase | and Il are an integrated system
of Logistics and Supply Chain Strategic Policies from (2012-2013) to (2013-2017) by National
Research Council of Thailand (NRCT) and Thailand Research Fund (TRF) under Thailand Research
Organizations Network (TRON). The research procedure consists of Highly-skilled researcher
supply and development, Funding supplement for Thai logistics, Collaborative research
identification with users, Effective enhancement, Efficiency in research delivery and good
utilized research preparation. The various ways of mission-focused research are set as important
tools to drive research exploitation to gain benefits of Thailand definitely. The objectives of this
research project are 1) to boost the efficiency and effectiveness of research administrative
system; 2) to extend research outcomes to actual performance; and 3) to develop Knowledge
Center in logistics and supply chain.

There are many activities that are responded to previous outcomes of logistics and
supply chain strategic policy under three logistics research groups of Infrastructure, Industry and
Agro. These main activities are composed of Research development meeting 2014, Research
visits in Thailand and other countries, Research seminars, Research team meetings, Focus
groups, Research progress meetings, Research media production, Published articles, Books,
Research exhibition, Newsletters, and Public press.
