This research aims to synthesize the vulnerable household care model under local
government organizations in various contexts. Documentary research, secondary data analysis,
and qualitative research were conducted in parallel manner to answer the research questions.
In-depth interview, focus group discussion, and direct observation techniques were employed in
12 provinces, covered 46 areas across every regions in Thailand.

The results of this study indicated the member of vulnerable households are living with
their elderly spouse, their nephew or living alone. Several support mechanisms were found as
an effective methods to improve the quality of life of the elderly such as the “Center of Career
and Quality of Life Development” by covered 6 dimensions of vulnerable protection dimensions
namely 1) physical, 2) mental health, 3) income security, 4) social interaction, 5) technology
literacy, and 6) supportive living environmental.

In terms of providing care for the elderly, either at home or hospitalized, the role of local
governments is undeniably important. Considering that the elderly are the vulnerable population,
the local government has also worked with local agencies in sharing the roles and responsibilities
particularly in providing assistance in health care, treatment, and rehabilitation of illness. Long-
Term Care (LTQ) in rural areas was effective when it’s strengthened by community resources by
using the neighbouring system.

While "Child Development Center" was carried out with main focus related to nutrition,
learning and development as children care in skipped generation, building understanding between
elderly and children are also important. however, this model has not widely implemented since
only few local governments aware that skipped generation households are vulnerable
households that need special assistance compared with other households or other disadvantaged
groups.

The results of the study indicated that several mechanisms may be implemented by the
local government for vulnerable household. To reduce the vulnerability of elderly people who
are living alone and still healthy, providing assistances through the Center for Career and Quality
of Life Development.
