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ABSTRACT

This descriptive research aimed to explore  AIDS perception,
relationships between AIDS perception and the husbands/wives's roles in
caring of HIV infected spouse and compared mean score the husbands’ role
and the wives's role in caring of HIV infected spouse. Subjects were consisted
of 384 non-infected, married males and females aged between 15-60 years
living in Ban Donbom village 1 and 6, Témbon Muangkao, Muang district,
Khon Kaen. The data collection Forms included  demographic, Aids
perception and husbands/wives roles in caring of HIV infected spouse
datas. Data were analysed by using SPSS for Windows program using
percentage, arithmatic mean, standard deviation, pearson’s moment
correlation coefficient and t- test.

Resuits of the study were as follow :

1. Husbands' AIDS perception was significantly positive associated with

their roles in caring of HIV infected spouse at 0.01 level. (r =
0.4159)

2. Wives’ AIDS perception was significantly positive associated with

their roles in caring of HIV infected spouse at 0.01 level. (r=0.2885)

3. Mean score of the wives' roles in caring of HIV infected spouse

was significantly higher than mean score of husbands’roles at

0.01 level. (t=2.91)
