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Abstract

Tha objsctive of this research was to produce a videotape for teaching dramatic
art activities of the sixth grade students at the Demonstration Scheool, Facuity of
Education, Khon Kaen University. The videotape was then used to compare with the
traditional teaching method, the achievement in dramatic art activities. The sample,
obtained by cluster random sampling, was 90 of the sixth grade students at the
Demonstration School that attended the first semester of academic year 1997. The
research instruments were the videotape, a dramatic art activity achlevement test form
and a performance observation form. T-test was employed to test the differences in
mean scores between the contro! group and the experiment group.

It was faund that :

1. Both control group and experiment group scored better after the experiment
(P < 0.05)

2. Between the two groups,ihere was no difference in achievement scores

3. Improvement scores of the experiment group was better than the controi
group (P < 0.05)

4. Between the two groups,there was no differences in performance observation
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
