ABSTRACT

The purpose of the present study were 1) to develop a teaching model for the Life-
Experience Oriented Subject (Social Studies) using local community sources of knowledge ;
2) to study the parents’ opinions concerning the application of local community sources of
knowledge to the teaching of such subject at the Demonstration School of Khon Kaen
University.

The subjects consisted of 75 Grade VI students at the Demonstration School, Faculty
of Education, Khon Kaen University, and 100 parents of the students of the same school. The
tools used in this study included 21 lesson plans using mainly local sources of knowledge,
teacher’s teaching manual, diary, interview schedules, observation note forms, a test of 60
items and questionnaire of 20 items to be used with pafents.

The results showed that :

1) the teaching model which had been developed, based on local sources of
knowledge, consisted of five stages of operation. The first stage, the introduction, involves
the teacher and students to work together to select the problems, using various media to
stimulate the learners’ interest in the application of local sources of knowledge. At the
second stage of objective setting, teacher and students identify the problems, activities, and
objectives for using local sources of knowledge. The third stage of planning involves the

preparation of equipment and materials, questions to be asked as well as ways of overcoming



hindrances. The fourth stage ,the teaching, is to follow what has been planned. And the last
stage of assessment where all the activities and the model which help raise the students’
learning achievement up to the pre-determined criterion are summarily assessed.

2) The parents’ opinions were in favor of utilizing local sources of knowledge to the
instruction of such subject. They also indicated their willingness to participate in the

mobilization of such local sources of knowledge.
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
