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ABSTRACT
The aims of the study were to investigate the impact of the 101s use of

Storybook on the preschoolers’ and the teachers’ interaction practices. The sample
was 61 five year old children from three preschool institutions in Thailand. One school
was assigned to be the intervention group, while the others were the control group.
Before and after implementing the program, the teachers of the sample were asked to
rate the sample’ s EF skills, using Executive Function assessment in Mahidol
University version (MU.EF-101), and the 101s Social-emotional skills, using the 101s
Social-Emotional Checklist. A series of MANCOVA and Paired t-test were performed
to examine the differences of the mean scores on EF skills and the 101s Social-
emotional skills in the intervention and control groups. For the teachers’ knowledge of
101s Positive Discipline (101s), data was collected by a Questionnaire, and the
researcher observed and assessed the teachers’ interaction practices using the 101s
Teacher Interaction Checklist (T1C). Content analysis was performed to investigate the
changes in the teachers’ interaction practices after implementing the program. The
results showed that there was a significant positive impact of the 101s Storybooks
telling on the children’s 101s Social-emotional skills and EF skills, and that there was
a positive impact on the teachers’ interaction practices. For preparing and supporting
the preschoolers and teachers in 21% Century, Thailand.
