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The purposes of this research were 1) to develop the instructional management
system on Thai music in secondary schools under the Office of the Basic Education
Commission in Bangkok Area; and 2) to evaluate the instructional management system on
Thai music in the secondary schools. The qualitative and quantitative mixed method research
was used in developing and evaluating the system. The stages of this research had been
divided into 2 phases. The sample group was 120 persons of administrators and Thai music
teachers in upper secondary level under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 1
and 2, who were selected by simple random sampling method. Tools used in the research
were 1) questionnaire the state of problems of Thai music teaching and learning in secondary
schools; and 2) evaluation on appropriateness of the management system of Thai music
teaching and learning in secondary schools. The statistics used for data analysis were
percentage, mean, and Standard Deviation.

The results showed that

1. The condition of the management system of Thai music instruction in high
schools under the Basic Education Commission Office in Bangkok on the school’s policies
in teaching management, extra-curriculum activities, the quality of teacher, promoting the
basic factors, and creating network to development in the overall was at a very high level.

2. A Model of Thai Music Instructional Management of Secondary Schools under the
Office of the Basic Education Commission in Bangkok Metropolis consists of 6 components
and 45 indicators: Component 1 - School Policy composes of 5 indicators; Component 2 -
Teaching and Learning Setting composes of 4 indicators; Component 3: Extension Activities
composes of 10 indicators; Component 4 - Teacher quality comprises of 10 indicators;
Component 5 - Basic Factor composes of 5 indicators, and Component 6 - Networking for

development composes of 5 indicators.



3. The results of the experts’ assessment on the developed system of Thai music
instruction in high school under the Basic Education Commission Office in Bangkok found
that the appropriateness of the system in overall is at the excellent level, and the indicators

of the system are at a high level.
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
