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Abstract

Research Project on Management of Knowledge Concerning People's
Participation in Support for Crime Prevention and Suppression had its objectives to
build up knowledge concerning the principles and forms of establishing the people's
participation in support for crime prevention and suppression in Thailand; anddraft a
manual of operations and establishment of the people's participation in support for

crime prevention and suppression.

The research was conducted in a form of qualitative study, thereby using
methods of: collecting data and information from documents (Documentary
Research); In-depth Interview, whereby the Key Informants were officers at levels of
head of police station or individuals,, who significantly participate in implementation
of the Project “Study into Forms and Methods of Applying the People's Power to
Participate in Reduction of Crimes” (Project PPC.) , in order to explore factors
contributing to success, and problems with and obstacles to cooperation with the
people of the sample group in the 10 pilot areas, comprising: PhraNakhon Si
Ayutthaya Province; Chon Buri Province; NakhonRatchasima Province; KhonKaen
Province; Chiang Mai Province; NakhonSawan Province; NakhonPathom Province;
Nakhon Si Thammarat Province; Songkhla Province; Metropolitan Police Division 9,
sampling by choosing from the police stations, which were successful in
implementation of the activities and have been implementing the activities until the
present, and possess data and information sufficient for the research, and arranging
the Focus Group Workshop, whereby the sample group was representatives from the

Royal Thai Police, and civil society groups, and 46 participants attended the worksho

According to the research findings, it could be concluded that the Police
Joining with the Public in Reducing Crimes (Project: PPC.) had objectives and focuses
different from other past projects of the Royal Thai Police, whereas distinction of the
project was the focus on prevention and reduction of crimes in the target areas in

accordance with need of the people in the areas. The people managed to exercise



their own capacity to prevent and reduce crimes in their own communities. The
people were the center of solutions to the problem and regarded as important
partners. Thus, the people fully exercised their capacity to prevent and reduce
problems of crimes according to their wishes in the areas, whereby the people were
the operatives, who also identified the problems. As the people were well aware of
the problems in their localities, they were capable of analyzing the problems and
find approaches to prevent and solve the problems on their own. And in every
month, the project conducted monthly operation evaluation, which summarized the
problems with the operations and jointly discussed possible solutions. As a result,
the people were happy and satisfied with their own work, and empowered and
encouraged to do more work, making them more acquainted with and unafraid to
talk to the police, and more easy to graciously comply with the police. The people
paid more attention to protect themselves. And after the people's problems in
various aspects were mitigated, friendly relations between the people and police
were brought about. The police had better images in the people's consciousness.
Additionally, it was also found that forms of Project PPC. implementation were
efficient and the operatives recognized them as forms, which truly managed to
reduce crimes in the communities, because of the following reasons: the project had
focuses and goals different from other projects having been implemented before;
the project focused on changing attitudes of the operatives; he project had nature
and forms of obviously seeking cooperation from the people; the project focused on
methods of establishing friendly relations between the people and the police; and
the project had definite methods of procedural implementation. Therefore, the
factors, which contributed to success of the project, depended on the budget,
cooperation and sincerity of the police officers and the people in carrying out their
missions. The problems and obstacles, which were found, comprised: problems with
respect to budget; problem with respect to equipment and tools for supporting the
operations; problems with respect to the operative police officers; problems with
respect to the people; and other problems, such as public relations and

coordination.



The researchers, thus, summarized forms of the implementation as to be
approaches to conclude the manual of operations and establishment of the people's
participation in the crime prevention and suppression, thereby being categorized into
9 significant parts as follows: Part 1 — Introduction; Part 2 - Key Principles; Part 3 -
Changing Attitudes of the Operatives; Part 4 - Forms of Establishing Relations with the
People; Part 5 - Methods and Procedures to Establish Participation; Part 6 -
Maintenance of Relations between the Police and the People; Part 7 - Operating
Budget; Part 8 - Reporting the Performances; and Part 9 - Examples of

implementation
