Abstract

Japan is a country with long experience of foreign aid provision which has begun as war
reparation. Mainly Japanese foreign aid is given from donor’s government to government of the
recipient country. The reason that Japanese foreign aid provision should be studied is that Japan is

able to successfully use foreign aid to serve its foreign and economic development policies.

This study found that JICA (Japan International Cooperation Agency), which was
established in 1974, was only one among other operating organizations dealing with foreign aid
provision. It has been reformed along with Japanese aid provision scheme in order to expand
JICA’s role and for the aid process to become more effective. As of October 2008, a part of JBIC
was merged into JICA. As a result, the new JICA is now responsible of all 3 main types of
Japanese aid; technical cooperation, grant aid and yen loans. It has become an independent
administrative organization, working in accordance with Mid — term objectives and plan. The new

JICA the biggest bilateral aid provision organization.

However the most interesting part of Japan’s aid provision lies in the policy formulation
and the process that transcribe the policy into implementation .It allows responses, demands and
needs of all parties involved to be considered in order that Japanese people and business will
benefit the most each aid project. The process was developed along with the development of
Japan’s government and politics that nurtured strong relationship between business, politics and
bureaucracy. Beside personal relationship, state mechanisms, such as, JETRO and JODC, are

created to link business and government together.
