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Abstract

RU Students' Listening Behaviors and Needs on Educational Radio Programs

The purpose of this research is to explore RU students’ listening behaviors and needs
on educational radio programs of Thailand National Radio stations (AM 837 KHz). This is
a quantitative research which using questionnaires to survey RU students’ behaviors and
needs on educational radio programs. A sample size of this research consists of 427
undergraduate students in main campus (Bangkok) and selected by multistage random
sampling. The research uses descriptive statistics (percentage, average and standard deviation)
and inferential statistics (t-test, One- way ANOVA—when the differences are found, paired
comparison is used by Scheffe and Pearson’s Correlation) in order to analyze the data.

The findings are summarized as follows:

Most respondents are female, studying in faculty of Political Science, staying in
Bangkok, aged 15-25 years old and unemployed. They don’t recognize RU educational radio
programs. If they recognize, they would like to listen to every program, especially academic
lesson programs because they would like to learn and get better understanding of lessons
including working along with listening to the radio programs. They believe that a suitable
time for them to listen to the radio is 6.00-9.00 pm. Generally, they listen to the radio
programs at home while reading and doing homework.

In general, most students need fairly in every component of academic programs.
However, they need a great deal of comprehensible content programs and relevant to their
texts. Regarding entertainment and general knowledge programs, they need a great deal of
reliability«andrmogdernization of knowledge including interesting programs’ format according
to their content. Most students also need highly in every component of information programs,
especially reliable, beneficial and modern context for audiences. Most students need to use
information and knowledge from all programs highly in lesson reviews and track newé of

university and society.

The results of hypotheses show that 1) Most of demographic characteristics do not
correlate to RU students’ needs (programs’ components and uses) on educational radio
programs. 2) Types of radio programs correlates statistical significantly to students’ needs
(programs’ components and uses) and 3) Students’ needs of programs’ components correlates
statistical significantly with an average level to the needs of uses of educational radio
programs.

Students would like to listen to the radio moderately and highly if the university
improves the programs regarding their needs. They would like to listen to a F.M. and internet

radio.
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
