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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research was to study and compare the
mental health probiems of the students in the demonstration
school., Faculty of Education, Khon Kaen University. The problems
were classified according to family social status, family
economic status, birth orders, grade, and grade point average. The
mental health problems in this study were classified 1in five
dimension namely: Somatization, Self-Concept, Depression, Anxiety
and Agression. The sample selected in this study were 250
students of grade 1-6, demonstation school, Faculty of Education,
Khon Kaen University. Symptom distress questionair which composed
of 50 questions was utilized to collected data. The statistic
applied in this research were arithmetic mean, standard
deviation, F-test. and O-statistic of scheffe, the data were

analyzed by spss* program.
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The major findings were as follows:

. There were no statistically significant differences between the

mental health problems of the students who had different

family status.

. There were no statistically significant differences between

the mental! health problems of students who had different
economic status, except in the dimension of anxiety. The
results indicated that students with high economic status
tended to have more anxiety problem than the students of
middle economic status. This difference showed statistical

significance at 0.05 level

. There were no statistically significant differences between

the mental health problems of students who had different birth
orders.
Students who had different grade had no statistically

significant differences between the mental health problems.

. The mental health problems of students of different grade point

average were found significantly different at .05 level. When
each dimension of problems was considered and compared, the
finding were as followed, the mental health problems of high
grade point average students were found higher than that of
middle grade point average in somatization, anxiety, and
aggression dimension and the differences were found

statistically significant at .05 level.
