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The purposes of this research were 1) to study toys for early learning
development from 595 parents of young children who studied at La-orutis
Demonstration School in Lampang, Bangkok, Suphan Buri and Nakhon Nayok with
questionnaires, 2) to propose the design and development of a toy draft for learning
development of young children based on interviews with 18 experts and parents,
including Thai toy industry association board, Early Childhood Specialist, teachers, toy
manufacturers, toy sellers and parents of young children and 3) to evaluate the toy
draft for early childhood learning development from 7 people including early
childhood education experts and children's toy design and development specialists.
The research found that

1) the parents’ opinions on toys for early learning development in the
qualifications of the toys were at a high level (mean = 3.98, standard deviation = 0.65).
The first qualification was to strengthen creativity, artistic skill, body movement,
language and communication skill, mathematical skill, and professional skill
respectively. The opinions on form and quality of toys were found at a high level
(mean = 4.05, standard deviation = 0.63). The first quality was environmentally safe
with standard form. The toys should be made of quality materials. Parents can examine
the toys. The shape of toys should be beautiful and suitable for children. The toys can
be carried and stored in place and has a variety of playing styles. It should come with
a manual or clarify how to play in detail. More than 1 person can play with the toy. It
also has to be colorful, eye-catching and has one special feature respectively.

2) The design and development of the toy draft for early learning development
is “Toy Table” which consists of 1) Toy table 2) Balanced Toy 3) Fun walkway game

and 4) Toy memorization.



3) The overall evaluation of the toy draft for early learning development was
at a high level (mean = 4.11, standard deviation = 0.46). The first learning development

was social, intellectual, emotional, and physical respectively.
