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This research aims at three objectives i.e. (1) To study the situation And laws to
protect the safety of foreign tourists with insurance in Thailand And abroad; (2) To analyze
the policies, strategies and laws for the protection of tourists Travel abroad with insurance
in Thailand and abroad.;. (3) To propose guidelines for the development of the law on
safety protection for foreign tourists with insurance. The research utilized a mixed method
including both qualitative research and quantitative research. The qualitative research
exercised in-depth interview to 30 foreign tourists from various countries and related
agencies, document research and group discussion among 10 people. The quantitative
research was utilized by questionnaires towards sample groups in 4 regions, totaling 400
people and using quota sampling method to collect data which were analyzed using
descriptive statistics and reference research. The significant results of this research were
summarized as follows: 1. The situation of insecurity in life and property of foreign tourists
still has the most impact on safety, tourism confidence. At present, Thailand does not
have laws that force tourists to make their own insurance. For countries both in and
outside the Schengen countries in Europe, 20 countries have confirmed the protection of
insurance policies. At present, Australia is pushing for a policy to require that travelers
must be forced to make travel insurance first. In China and Japan, there are many
voluntary insurance policies. 2. The current Thai government policy is clear in the
preparation of insurance plans for foreign tourists in the form of funds to help treat foreign
tourists. Integrate proactive action to protect the safety of life and property of foreign
tourists thoroughly according to laws and regulations. As for China and Japan, they focus
on promoting tourism seriously, both in general and in specific areas. 3. Guidelines for
