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The purposes of this research were: 1) to study knowledge, belief, and
practice according to peaceful co-existence doctrine at individual and communal
level of new generations holding Buddhism, Islam, and Christianity; 2) to compare
peaceful co-existence at individual and communal level of new generations holding
Buddhism, Islam, and Christianity who have different knowledge, beliefs and
doctrines; and 3) to create practical ways for peaceful co-existence of new
generations holding Buddhism, Islam, and Christianity.

The samples used in this study were new generations aged between 18 to 35
years old from all regions of Thailand. Data were collected by using questionnaires
distributed to 1,212 participants and in-interview was conducted with 120
participants.

The samples were scattered according to occupational groups. The
instruments used to collect data were research questionnaire, in-depth interview,
and focus group discussion. Data were analyzed by Percentage, Mean (X), Standard
Deviation (S.D.), CV, Sk, Ku, MANOVA, and MANCOVA

The results of the study showed that:

1. The new generations holding Buddhism, Islam and Christianity have

knowledge, beliefs and practice of their religious doctrines at high level with mean



value of 5.52. In particular, the new generations holding Christianity have knowledge,
beliefs and practice of their religious doctrines at highest level with mean value of
5.71, followed by new generations holding Islam and Buddhism with mean value of
5.65 and 5.38 respectively. The new generations have knowledge, beliefs and
practice of their religious doctrines in terms of loving kindness, honesty, good
conduct, avoidance of evil, merit interest, respect to each other, avoidance of
looking down each other as their first levels. When looking at the aspect of their
knowledge, beliefs and practice of their religious doctrines, the results of the study
implied that an encouragement of their feeling, seeing value in themselves, and
helping each other are their last levels. The new generations holding Buddhism,
Islam and Christianity tend to have more knowledge, beliefs and practice of their
religious doctrines. In comparing among new generations respecting and practicing
their religious doctrines, new generations holding Buddhism have veneration and
respect to their religious doctrines with faith and belief less than the previous
generations.

2. The new generations have the overall peace at individual, and communal
level at high level, which the individual level is higher than communal level. New
generations holding Christianity and Islam have more mental happiness than physical
happiness, whereas those holding Buddhism have more physical happiness than
mental happiness.

3. New generations holding different religions i.e. Buddhism, Islam and
Christianity have different peaceful co-existence at individual and communal level
with statistical significance at .05 level. New generations holding different religions
have different knowledge, beliefs, and practice of their religious doctrines, and
peaceful co-existence at individual and communal level with statistical significance at
.05 level.

4. The ways to improve peaceful co-existence of new generations and people
in the Thai society holding Buddhism, Islam and Christianity are consisted of various
components: Family institution, educational institution, religious institution, local
government organization, mass communication and online media, and public and
private organization. There should be an integrated and continuous working with
result orientation, especially activity format must be adjusted as “house, temple,
and school” in the way that is consistent with the social context in order to
encourage people in the society, especially new generations to maintain more stable

and sustainable peaceful co-existence forever.
