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The objective of This Research is to Study the Potential of the Dvaravati
Civilization-based Tourist Attraction Management and Seek Approaches to Potential
Development of the Dvaravati Civilization-based Tourist Attraction with Prticipation of
Government and Private Sectors and Community. The Researcher Conducted a
Random Survey on 18,361,221 Tourists who Visited the Dvaravati Civilization-based
Tourist Attraction. The Sample Group Consisted of 400 Thai Tourists Aged 20-60
Years. Statistical Tools Used in The Data Analysis Included Percentage, Mean and
Standard Deviation as Well as Cronbach's Alpha Which was Used to Assess The
Reliability of The Questionnaire. The Reliability of The Questionnaire was . 969.
Multiple regression analysis was also used to Test the Correlation Among Variables of
the Potential of the Dvaravati Civilization-based Tourist Attraction and to Study The
Correlation of Independent Variables and Dependent Variables.

The Findings were that The Overall Opinions of Tourists Toward the Potential
of the Dvaravati Civilization-based Tourist Attraction were at a High Level in All
Aspects. For Each Aspect, It was Found that Access to The Tourist Attraction was
Ranked First, Followed by Environment and Landscape of The Tourist Attraction,
whereas Security of The Tourist Attraction was Lowest Ranked. As for The
Relationship with the Dvaravati Civilization-based Tourist Attraction Management, It
Found that The Relationship was at a High level of .707. and Factor of the
management of Dvaravati civilization-based tourist attractions affects The potential of
Dvaravati civilization-based tourist attraction with a 0.05 level of significance level. As

a result, the prediction of was presented in the Equation:
