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In criminal cases in which a private party has suffered injury, the
injured party is allowed to initiate criminal proceedings without first securing
permission from a prosecuting attorney. Giving the authority to initiate criminal
case proceedings to an injured party in such instances may be ill advised in
view of the fact that the criminal justice system itself could thereby be damaged.
In addition, at present, coordination between injured parties, prosecuting
attorneys and the body of prosecuting attorneys, as well as cooperation
between prosecuting attorneys and courts of justice are not yet properly
regulated in such cases and so damage can be readily inflicted on the organs
of the state involved in judicial proceedings pursuant to these cases.
Consequently, granting such authority to injured parties has had frequent

untoward consequences for the viability of prosecutorial proceedings.
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Findings are as follows:

In the Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand), private parties who have been
injured are given too much authority in criminal case proceedings. Private
party authorization in such cases has not received proper scrutiny by state
agencies such that the interests of the state are fully preserved. This allows
injured parties the opportunity to engage in the fraudulent pursuit of remedies
for alleged damages incurred.

There have also been cases in which the accused and the allegedly
injured party have colluded so as to lessen the authority wielded by prosecuting
attorneys. This is tantamount to benefitting oneself at the expense of what
would be beneficial for state interests. Therefore, awarding this degree of
authority to injured parties affords private parties the opportunity to use the law
in a fraudulent manner for private benefit in addition to misusing the criminal
justice system itself for false ends in which justice is not served and the
interests of the public are neglected. Even if prosecuting attorneys learn that
there has been fraud in a particular case brought by a private party before the
court, it may well still be too late to prevent harm to the interests of the state.

Accordingly, in this thesis, the researcher investigates feasible legal
measures, proposed rules for agreements, and potential regulations that would
provide explicit legal controls and unequivocal regulations governing the
relationships between injured parties, the prosecuting attorney, the body of
prosecuting attorneys, and courts of justice. The thesis can, therefore, provide
guidelines for preventing fraud in criminal cases concerning injured parties

for the sake of the integrity of the system of criminal justice.
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
