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In this thesis, the researcher investigates legal measures used in controlling
non-aircraft flying objects as a case study of radio-controlled airplanes used as
toys. At present, as a toy, radio-controlled airplanes have become increasingly
popular and wide spread. However, there are no legal measures that can be
used to control them in a specific manner. As such, related laws are used to
regulate playing with such flying toys. Inasmuch as state officials are not able
to control such activities in a strict manner in view of the absence of determinate,
unambiguous legal measures, those playing with these toys may not even know
they are committing unlawful acts.

Used as objects of amusement and entertainment, radio-controlled toy
airplanes can engage the attention of either gender at any age. There is no

extant law stipulating the location at which these toy airplanes can be flown
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and so sites can be freely chosen. However, if someone flying these toys are
not sufficiently expert, others may be endangered and suffer damages in view
of accidents.

At present, it can be seen that there are various offences that could occur
in this connection under a variety of circumstances. Patterns of committing
offences have been developed such that those playing with toy airplanes can
evade having their activities suppressed by the authorities through overcoming
objections and arguing they had no intentions to commit offences. To use
radio-controlled airplanes as toys can nonetheless be tantamount to committing
offences in several ways.

Toy radio-controlled airplanes used as remote controlled airborne
vehicles can be used to transport illegal drugs, mobile phones, or other illegal
objects and contraband into penitentiaries. They can also trouble others, as
well as disturbing or bringing damages to other people. Therefore, the use of
such a toy entails an element of risk in that the user may thereby commit an
offense against the security, peace and good order in society.

Since nowadays complex forms of advanced technology develop apace,
the law cannot keep pace in completely preventing, controlling and suppressing
offences which batten upon technological advance. Often as soon as one method
of control is introduced, new methods of evasion are as quickly developed.
Therefore, inasmuch as the state does not act against unlimited use of radio-
controlled airplanes as toys, this may have indirect adverse effects on national

development and economic growth.
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The study of legal measures, manners, rules, regulations, and related
pronouncements involving playing with radio-controlled toy airplanes in the
Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand) shows that even in conjunction these sanctions
are inappropriate under extant and rapidly changing social conditions and
technological developments. In order to ensure that technology is used correctly
and is beneficial to society, legal measures related to these toy airplanes should
be amended so as to keep pace with changing circumstances. Strictly determined
should be locations at which these toys can be flown and controls over the
radio frequencies must be explicitly exerted by precisely delimiting the radio
frequencies that can be lawfully used.

In cases in which others suffer damages because of the activities of
those playing with these radio-controlled toy airplanes, criminal and civil
liability should be clearly stated and actively determined in cases of putative
violations of legal measures in this connection. Appropriate penalties should
be designated for infractions. Such measures would be designed to secure the
life, limbs and property of members of the general public. These measures
should also be used for prevention and suppression of offences, particularly
those cases in which various methods and techniques have been used by
putative offenders to evade countervailing operations carried out by public
officials. Properly formulated measures will prove effective against using old
methods over and over again to commit the same offence. Admittedly, radio-
controlled toy airplanes are toys that could carry benefits to those who play
with them provided they are used in a beneficial way, that is, only used for the
purposes of recreation and entertainment.
