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The monies allocated in the national budget for governmental use by
the Administration in power is considered to be money belonging to members
of the general public and is thus subject to control and inspection by the
Parliament. The government must annually request parliamentary approval for
the monies allocated to state agencies for funding various activities. However,
according to the law governing budgetary measures, the government can
utilize a so-called “across-the-year national budget” in which the budget for
the following year in drawn upon in advance. If this type of budgeting is not
appropriately controlled, this will bring about problems in managing income
and expenditures and will accordingly affect the future administration of the

bureaucracy.
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This thesis investigates legal measures designating the roles, authority,
and duties of the Parliament in the control of across-the-year national
budgeting by the Administration holding governing power through the
mechanisms and procedures found in measures governing the budget.

Findings are as follows:

Current legal measures do not allow the Parliament to control across-
the-year budgets in an efficient manner. There are important problems
regaréing parliamentary approval of the budget; the laws granting authority to
the Administration in the management of the budget are too wide in scope;
and there is an absence of measures forcing the Administration to present
reports concerning across-the-year national budgets for parliamentary
inspection.

The researcher has some suggestions regarding amending the laws
governing budget measures in regard to the authority vested in the Parliament
for approving the budget; limitation on the authority vested in the
Administration; and forcing the Administration to present reports concerning
across-the-year national budgets to the Parliament. This includes some
suggestions regarding procedures for parliamentary considerations of national
budgets. This is to ensure that the control of across-the-year national budgets

by the Parliament proceeds efficiently.
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
