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ABSTRACT

The main purpose of this research was to measure social return on investment, using a green hotel
in Thailand as a case study. The study employed semi-structured interviews with key stakeholders and
non-participant observation. Key stakeholders included a green hotel, local communities and local
administration organization. The finding demonstrated a positive rate of social return on investment at a

ratio 3.71. It means that every 1 Baht of investment cost is able to generate 3.71 Baht in social return.
