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In this thesis, using data envelopment analysis (DEA), the researcher
developed a decision support system for evaluating the effects of efficient
budget management on education quality.

The researcher evaluated budget management efficiency in its effects
on education quality at 436 schools under the jurisdiction of Bangkok
Metropolitan Administration (BMA) in the academic year 2010.

The input factor was the education budget. The output factor combined

the number of students and the Ordinary National Educational Test (O-NET)

test results of Prathom Sueksa Six students.

Findings are as follows:

Evaluation conclusions concerning efficiency in budget management
vis-a-vis education quality at the schools under study are given below:

1. In evaluating the management efficiency of the schools under study,
the researcher found that there were five schools evincing an efficiency level
of 100 percent.

2. In evaluating the management efficiency in each district, the
researcher determined there were five educational service areas exhibiting an
efficiency level of 100 percent.

3. In evaluating the management efficiency in schools as classified by
school size, the researcher established that seven small schools exhibited an
efficiency level of 100 percent; five medium-sized schools displayed an
efficiency level of 100 percent; and, finally, five large schools showed an

efficiency level of 100 percent.
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
